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Tornado Procedure

If a tornado warning is issued for our area:

1. Warning will be issued over PA or in-person if required.

2. Take students to designated place as indicated by emergency map in the room. 

The tornado safety room (located at the south end of the new high school addition) is the desired location if time allows. If it is an immediate emergency, take students to the designated area and position them against the walls with hands covering their heads.

3. All classroom doors should be closed and rosters secure with teachers.

4. Remain in designated areas as the principal/designee monitors the warning.

5. Students should remain with teacher until told otherwise.

6. Detailed report(s) should be filled out as soon as possible and filed with central office.

If students are on the bus:

1. The bus driver will plan where to seek shelter.

2. If no shelter is available, the driver will evacuate the bus and have students lie on their stomachs, with arms over their heads in a ditch away from the bus.

3. Driver will inform the superintendent and transportation supervisor of location and severity.
